What to do if you think a child has measles and when to keep them 
off school 
 

Cases of measles are rising across England, including 
among children. It’s an infection that spreads very easily 
and for some people can cause serious problems. 
There’s no specific medical treatment for measles, so 
it’s important to get vaccinated as it’s the best protection 
against becoming seriously unwell.

How should schools code measles absence?  
 

• For confirmed cases, schools should continue to use usual register codes for 
absence due to illness. 

• If a child needs to isolate following public health advice, the most appropriate 
code is likely to be an absence authorised by the school (code C). 

 
 

Government’s national attendance campaign 
 

Moments matter, attendance counts! The 
campaign is scheduled to run from January to 
March 2024. It aims to primarily reach those 
parents whose children are taking 
preventable odd days of absence – or 
“avoidable absence” – rather than those who 
face greater barriers to attendance, such as 
pupils with long term medical conditions or 
special educational needs and disabilities.

• The toolkit contains ways you can support the 
campaign and valuable resources which can be 
used to help create a national warm welcome to 
school for children, young people and families over 
the Spring term. The campaign features media 
partnerships, radio advertising and social media 
influencers to promote the importance of school 
attendance and the value of a school day.  
• The campaign forms one part of the DfE’s wider 
strategy to increase attendance, which also includes 
clearer expectations for schools and local authorities 

built around a ‘support first’ approach.  
• While the importance of learning and the legal obligation to attend are core 

reasons for children to be in school, we want to remind parents of the wider 
holistic benefits for children’s wellbeing and happiness - such as the 
development of friendships and fantastic extra-curricular opportunities.   

 
7 ways your school can support the campaign 
 

1. Help create a national warm welcome to school for families throughout the 
spring  

2. Make the Spring term a fresh start for children and young people struggling 
to attend school by taking a “support first” approach and sustaining efforts to 
engage families where absence is severe or persistent.  

3. Refer to the Toolkit for schools: communicating with families to support 
attendance - GOV.UK (www.gov.uk) toolkit when communicating with families 
about attendance, to maximise your impact.  

4. Set clear expectations for parents and carers about what they need to do 
to support good attendance (e.g., phoning when their child is ill and having a 
back-up plan if their child misses school transport). And what you will do for 
them in return (e.g., phoning parents and carers to discuss a child’s 
attendance where there are challenges and getting them into school for a 
meeting if there are concerns).  

5. Remind parents and carers of the NHS Is my child too ill for school 
guidance and the Chief Medical Officer Chris Whitty’s letter on mild illness 
and school attendance that says a prolonged period of absence is likely to 
heighten a child’s anxiety about attending school in the future.  

6. Help reduce the spread of infection in your school - remind staff and 
pupils of the importance of regular and effective handwashing and ensure 
spaces are well-ventilated. You can use your CO2 monitors to manage good 
ventilation. Tell parents and carers about the steps you are taking to reduce 
infection spread to offer reassurance.  

7. Sign up to share your daily attendance data with DfE if your school has 
not already done so and use the data to identify and respond to trends early.

Child Employment Laws – it’s nothing new! 

Do any pupils you know of undertake part-time work?  To be 

lawfully employed they must have a work permit. A work permit 

is FREE, and the application is easy to complete for the 

employer and parent/carer. 

Did you know: 

• Children must be 13 years of age to work 

• Every child (13-16) must have a work permit to enable them to work 

• Children can only work restricted hours between 7am and 7pm  

• Children cannot work during the hours of a school day 

• Children may only undertake light work, and some types of work are 
prohibited 

• Employers must register every child employed with their Local Authority 

• A risk assessment must be carried out for every child that is employed 

• Failure to comply with the legislation may result in legal action being taken 
against the employer and the parent/carer

achieving good health and wellbeing. The most recent Pupil Voice Survey showed 

us that illness or injury was the number one reason for absence in the month before 

the survey, for both primary and secondary pupils. Find out the other reasons in the 

full report – The Bristol Pupil Voice Report 2022. 

 

Each school completing the survey will receive their own school report, which will 

analyse and present their school data. These reports provide an evidence base to 

guide schools to plan ways to improve young people’s health, through participation in

This winter all school aged children in England (from 

Reception class to Year 11) will be offered a flu vaccination 

by the NHS school aged immunisation service. Most children 

are offered a nasal spray flu vaccine. We are grateful for the 

support of schools in hosting vaccination sessions. Delivering 

the programme through schools makes it more accessible to 

pupils which results in higher uptake levels. The school aged 

immunisation service will be in touch with schools to agree a 

date for the vaccination session and the best approach for 

implementing the programme in schools.

EWS traded attendance support options 
 

The EWS have a variety of attendance support options that you 
can buy - other independent attendance providers are also 
available 
• Flexible support charged at our half/whole day rates 
£280/£485 – general flexible attendance support. Good for short 
pieces of targeted input on a 1:1 basis across several 
CYP/families.  
• EWS parent/pupil attendance assessment charged at 
£280 with the option of upgrading to full referral rate on 
conclusion – a more in-depth piece of one-off direct work with 
the family. An EWO contacts parent(s) and arranges to carry out 

an EWS assessment (Individual Assessment Profile) to explore the reasons 
for absence and if appropriate draws up an action plan with the 
parent(s)/carer(s) to resolve their child’s attendance issues. 

• EWS full casework referral charged at £815 per case – an in-depth piece of 
1:1 direct work with the family over a number of weeks with the aim of 
improving attendance or instigating legal proceedings if there is evidence to
